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Planning is the most important part of
your recruitment process.

1. Select a recruitment chairperson. Often
groups select a recruitment committee.
This is a good idea because it spreads
the work, but make sure one person in
ultimately responsible.

2. Set a recruitment goal. Include:
* The total number of new members
you want to attract
* Goals for current members to reach
(i.e. Each member recruit one new
Member)
Create a timeline to complete
your goals

3. Brainstorm with your members about
where potential new members might
be found.

4. Brainstorm with your members about
how to contact those potential new
members.
